Book Page
This is one of the more feature-heavy pages of the 
www.bookster.ro – the online platform of the first 
modern public library in Romania.

One of the reasons for facelifting the page was to 
make it more mobile-friendly. This is an adaptive 
design with 3 anchored layouts - desktop/landscape 
tablet, portrait tablet, and portrait smartphone.

This page has several variations, like a product page 
that differs depending on the content. I chose to 
showcase the Book page, as printed books remain 
the backbone of the library. The main purposes of 
this page are to provide an overview of the book and 
a compelling Borrow experience. 





Below the primary CAT available languages are 
highlighted. By choosing a different edition, the 
page refreshes, showing the respective cover and 
providing a different availability for the book, if 
necesary.

Next the categories and collections that the book 
belongs to are shown.

Further reading is a row of mixed reading 
materials, similar to Frequently bought together on 
shopping sites.

More from pulls books and articles from the book’s 
main category in taxonomy, in this case Biographies.



Library Newsfeed Page
Bookster is a modern B2B2C library, consisting of 
both online and offline content. 

The library displays videos and articles, printed 
articles and case studies, books and audiobooks for 
offline borrowing.  

The Newsfeed page displays existing content in an 
exciting and appealing way, promoting both the 
most recent additions to the library and long-time 
favourites.

Analytics show that two-thirds of subscribers 
access the library from a desktop computer - that 
is why the main layout is a three column dynamic 
newsfeed. Nevertheless a tablet and smartphone 
friendly layout was created.

For the initial launch of the page 5 types of content 
are proposed - books, curated collections, videos, 
author collections and quotes. 

This way the page wouldn’t look monotonous because 
no two similar cards would be shown on the screen 
at the same time.



Hobbycultor
Hobbycultor is a series of workshops for students,
a “hobby incubator” aimed to encourage young people 
to pursue unusual interests. Workshops range from 
ballroom dancing to seasonal gift-wrapping, from 
pottery to public speaking.

Hobbycultor is a weekly event hosted by the 
Students’ Cultural House in Bucharest, Romania. 
Trainers are invited to teach a specific course to a 
group of 20-25 students. Students access the event 
for free.

I created the logo as well as all promo materials, 
including posters for recruiting trainers and 
illustrated online + offline packages for every 
workshop.
